The
first day, students visited the Iwate Tsunami Memorial Hall, and then we had the
opportunity to hear the voice of Mr. Yuichi Yonezawa, who explained how he survived
from the tsunami in Rikuzentakata City. After his talk, Ms. Mio Kamitani, Secretary-

about the reconstruction process of Otsuchi Town, another municipality affected by
the natural disaster. On the second day, we visited the Morioka Support Center for the

Disaster-Affected People (MSC), located in Morioka City. Witnessing the real situation

of the affected people and the reconstruction process, students gained new insights
on how to approach to risks from multiple perspectives.
